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Tips for writing your application for 
the Standard Research Grants program

A good Standard Research Grants (SRG) application is complete, clear, concise, coherent and error-free. It also:
· Demonstrates clear and precise objectives that are attainable within the timeframe;
· Demonstrates the importance, originality and potential impact of the research within or, if applicable, beyond academe;
· Situates the research in the appropriate literature;
· Demonstrates a clear theoretical or conceptual framework;
· Demonstrates the appropriateness and expected effectiveness of the research strategies or methodologies;
· Provides clear and detailed descriptions of data collection, and anticipated data analysis techniques, if appropriate

· Includes a plan for student training that benefits the students and the program of research;

· Demonstrates an appropriate strategy for disseminating research results; and
· Includes a reasonable and well-justified budget.
Tips:
· Think of your readers. Respect font size, margins, and use of headings, subheadings and paragraphs.
· Tailor the summary to non-specialists.
· Present the bibliography using a conventional format and including all literature referenced in the program description.
· Define all key terms or concepts.
· Lay out each stage of your research plan clearly.
· Establish the links between the objectives, the methodology and the budget.
· Justify your choice of methodology, sample groups, sample sizes, comparison sites and corpora.
· Demonstrate the preparation of the researcher(s) for the proposed program in terms of cultural fluency, language skills, appropriate methodological/technical training, and knowledge of particular research contexts.
· Describe results from previous research grants.
· If applicable, describe the role and proportion of time to be spent by each team member in light of their current commitments.
